 We foster positive working relationships with parents and pupils.




Challenges
This details the key challenges to achievement that we have identified among our disadvantaged pupils.

	Detail of challenge 

	1
	Underdeveloped communication skills, including oral language and vocabulary gaps. This is evident from Reception through to Key Stage 2 and in general, is more prevalent among our disadvantaged pupils than their peers.

	2
	Disadvantaged pupils generally have greater difficulties with phonics, which negatively impacts their development as readers.

	3
	Increased social and emotional needs of pupils, including more frequent behaviour issues in school. The education and wellbeing of many of our disadvantaged pupils (and their families) continue to be affected by the impact of the pandemic (as per the findings of national studies). Teacher referrals for support remain relatively high and there is an increase in the number of disadvantaged pupils with multiple needs i.e. PP pupils with SEND.

	4
	Attainment among disadvantaged pupils in reading, writing and maths (including the multiplication tables check) is below that of non-disadvantaged pupils. When many of our disadvantaged pupils join the school they are below age-related expectations compared to their peers.

	Supporting parent with issues at home such as financial issues and parent mental health.

	Engagement in the Nuffield Early Language Intervention (NELI) Programme for highlighted pupils.
The EEF advocate the use of the NELI programme. It has been robustly evaluated through a randomised control trial between June 2018 and November 2019. The results provide strong evidence for the effectiveness of the NELI programme. NELI children made an average of 3 ADDITIONAL months’ progress in language. This result has a very high security rating: 5 out of 5 on the EEF padlock scale. The cost of NELI is £58 per child (where the programme is used over 3 years with 5 children per year).  

A language rich environment is provided; all staff are trained to support acquisition of key skills. 
High quality texts will be used where appropriate to allow children to access a rich range of vocabulary and this will be highlighted within lessons and provided on display for children to access when writing independently. PP pupils to have their own copy of class texts to keep.

High quality texts also available for access through reading schemes and school library.

Learning walks allow specific observation for the teaching of vocabulary and specific resources developed to help this Library and reading scheme constantly updated to develop a love for reading to allow greater access to a rich range of vocabulary.

	Small groups allow for targeted teaching to address gaps in learning, misconceptions and to boost confidence 

EEF State: Small group tuition has an average impact of four months’ additional progress over the course of a year. Small group tuition is most likely to be effective if it is targeted at pupils’ specific needs. Diagnostic assessment can be used to assess the best way to target support. One to one tuition and small group tuition are both effective interventions. However, the cost effectiveness of teaching in small groups indicates that greater use of this approach may be worthwhile. Additional small group support can be effectively targeted at pupils from disadvantaged backgrounds, and should be considered as part of a school’s pupil premium strategy.

Evidence from the EEF states:
The average impact of behaviour interventions is four additional months’ progress over the course of a year. Evidence suggests that, on average, behaviour interventions can produce moderate improvements in academic performance along with a decrease in problematic behaviours. However, estimated benefits vary widely across programmes.

	The EEF reports that:
Scientific research has consistently recognized the critical nature of fluency as a bridge between effortful decoding and comprehension. Another component of fluency that links word recognition to comprehension is prosody (or expressive oral – and silent – reading). Think of anyone you would consider a fluent reader: not only do they decode words automatically, but they also read the words in texts with expression and phrasing that reflects and amplifies the meaning of the text. To read with appropriate expression and phrasing requires the reader to access the meaning of the text. Readers who read with high levels of word recognition automaticity and with good prosody tend to be the most proficient readers. Lower levels of automaticity and prosody are associated with lower levels of comprehension and overall proficiency.

Moreover, research has also demonstrated that a significant number of pupils in secondary school who struggle to become proficient readers also exhibit difficulties in reading fluency.

	EEF State: My message to schools is this. The model of pre-school breakfast clubs the EEF trialled – free and universal – appears to have clear benefits to pupils. In addition to the positive attainment impact found for pupils in Year 2, the independent evaluation also found both improved attendance and behaviour in schools. Most importantly, breakfast clubs help ensure that no child has to learn when they’re hungry.

This details the impact that our pupil premium activity had on pupils in the 2022/23 academic year. 
	Outcomes for the academic year: 2022- 2023
Phonics: All teachers continued to receive access to the Little Wandle phonics training videos and 1 £9,000 grant to update our reading books and resources. The school achieved a pass rate of 70% in theY1 Phonics Screening Check. PP % will not be published as it was a small cohort.
Reading: Reading continues to be promoted throughout the school by the reading lead. Several love of reading events were carried out across the year – including World Book day and our annual Christmas Book Day as well as taking part in holiday reading challenges, both in house and national. Due to low pupil premium numbers in some years we have not published the data as pupils may be identified. However across school:
The progress of pupil last year shows that our pupil premium pupils make just as good, if not better progress than non PP pupils. Please not th grey area are new pupils without prior data.

Non Disadvantaged- 95.0% 
Disadvantaged - 94% 
Disadvantaged attendance still remains slightly lower than non- disadvantaged. We continue to work with the families of the children. We have hired a Family Support Worker for two days a week to help support our families and improve attendance. 
The school subsidises all trips and residentials for PP pupils: A whole school trip to the theatre (EYFS/KS1), a whole school trip to the zoo, residentials: yr 5/6 Mount Cook and yrs 3/4/5&6 Edale. Plus a trip for ½ to see a castle and a trip to the Stone Age Centre (yr ¾).
